New York Nights Is Here  

We told you about it in our news letter and now itôs hereðdonôt miss it!   

ñNew York Nightsò is a week long celebration in Amsterdam.  From April 1 -  6, exactly 400 years after 

Henry Hudson set sail for New York, the city  will  host a wide variety of events.  The festivities will fea-

ture  debates, lectures, and a town hall meeting with Russell Shorto and Geert Mak.  Also, the New Amster-

dam Trail in Amsterdam will launch and clubs and hot spots  will 

have one single theme:  New York.   

Within the scope of the festivities around New York's 400th anniversary and 

Dutch -American relations, the City of Amsterdam will celebrate the occasion 

by hosting various activities and events in early April, exactly 400 years af-

ter Henry Hudson set sail for New York.  Locals, New Yorkers and Americans 

living in the Netherlands, will celebrate the joint heritage and similarities 

between the two cities, countries, and peoples.  

1 - 3 April; Pioneers!  

Bringing together innovative thinkers at the frontiers of active citizenship in 

Amsterdam and New York, The Pioneers Sessions will celebrate the common 

values of creativity, diversity, and entrepreneurship in Amsterdam and New 

York City.  It will celebrate the two cities' shared history of urban greatness 

that began 400 years ago with the journey of the Dutch ship "Halve Maen," 

commanded by Captain Henry Hudson across the Atlantic in 1609.  

The sessions will bring together a group of selected Pioneers ðtoday's cut  
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ting edge thinkers and entrepreneurs from a variety of professional fields ðfor a transatlantic dialogue into the frontiers 

of civic engagement and social entrepreneurship in Amsterdam and New York City.  Participants will be young profes-

sionals drawn from a broad range of fields including academia, the arts, business, health, education, government, 

grassroots activism, media and technology.  Pioneers will gain knowledge and inspiration from exploring how innovative 

thinkers from different cities and disciplines are meeting the challenges of urban, social, and civic engagement.  

The Pioneers Sessions will explore several key questions, rooted in the unique histories of both cities:  What are the 

specific qualities of urban life in Amsterdam and New York City that create the conditions in which today's Pioneers 

thrive?  How do aspects of history, politics, social traditions, cultural heritage, diversity, and demography in Amsterdam 

and New York City provide both the tensions and inspirations for civic engagement in multicultural cities?  In which 

ways do global forces, technological change, economic recession, migration patterns, religious expression, and increas-

ing diversity present challenges, and opportunities that today's Pioneers can act upon at the local level?

Friday, 3 April; Museum Night:  Open doors at the Rijksmuseum, Anne Frank House and Amsterdam Histori-

cal Museum;  Foam presents "Richard Avedon,"; and Starry Nights at Van Gogh Museum  

As part of the New York Nights Weekend, Amsterdam's front - rank muse-

ums Van Gogh Museum, Rijksmuseum, Anne Frank House, and the Amster-

dam Historic Museum will open their doors to the public on Friday night 

with a special exhibition next to Rembrandt's famous "Night Watch."  

Among others, The Van Gogh Museum will exhibit in cooperation with 

MOMA ñVan Gogh and the colours of the nightò and the Rijksmuseum will 

show a precious collection of the founding documents of New Netherlands.  

Foam Photography Museum Amsterdam will host a large retrospective of 

the American photographer Richard Avedon.  

Friday 3 April; Young Professionals event (+/ -  200 persons) 

(Heineken Experience Hall)  

The AmCham Young Professionals Committee of the American Chamber of 

Commerce in the Netherlands will organize a special event with guest 

speakers Russell Shorto, co -author of 1609, The forgotten history of Hud-

son, Amsterdam and New York and Frans van der Minne, Group HR Director 

of Heineken and former CEO of Heineken USA.

First prize for the street dance contest will be a trip to New York and participation in 

the Talent Swap complete with master classes, performances, and tours. Alderman Mrs. Gehrels will award the prizes.  

There will be several talent scouts in the audience searching for models, extras, singers, dancers, and youth with beat-

boxing, and presentation skills.  There will be beauty workshops, a game corner, shows by DJ KID, and DJ Abstract, and  

the entire evening will be hosted by Big Ed.  

Saturday, 4 April; AMS - NYC Club Night  

The most prominent clubs of Amsterdam will organize an American Club Night where New York and New Yorkers will 

predominate.  

Sunday, 5 April; Henry Hudson for Kids (Schuttersgallerij, Amsterdams Historisch Musuem)  

The Amsterdams Historisch Museum and the Henry Hudson 400 Foundation invite you to participate in a special family 

program to learn more about Henry Hudson, Amsterdam and New York on Sunday, April 5th.   

The day starts with exciting stories in the ñSchuttersgallerij,ò a surprise tour inside and outside the museum, and other 

fun activities for children ages ten and up. The Cityôs storyteller will describe life in the 17th century, the thrilling voy-

age of Captain Hudson and his crew, as well as the spectacular discovery of Manhattan.  Under the supervision of mu-

seum instructors and guides, children can walk the Henry 

Hudson for Kids Tour.   

There will be two tours at 11:30 a.m. (in English) and 1:30 

p.m. (in Dutch).

Dutch and U.S. Will Sign Treaty  to Expedite Travel  

for Select Travelers from both Nations on April 23, 2009  

 

In May of 2008, U.S. Customs and Border Protection signed a statement of intent with the government of The Nether-

lands to develop a process to integrate CBPôs Global Entry Program with the Dutch Privium program, to facilitate travel 

of Dutch and U.S. citizens between the two countries.  On April 23, both nations will sign a treaty that will solidify this 

agreement.  This means that Dutch members already enrolled in the Privium program will be able to join the Global 

Entry program and U.S. Citizens will be able to join Privium.

20 Major airports will be participants in the program; most airports served from Schiphol are included.  Applications and 

interviews for Global Entry will be available at Schiphol starting April 23, 2009.  
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
