
ESTA, you say? What 

is that all about? 

ESTA is not for U.S. passport hold-
ers, it is not for holders of U.S. resi-
dent status, and it is not for holders 
of valid U.S. visas.  ESTA stands for 
Electronic System for Travel Au-
thorization.  This system is required 
solely for non-American visitors to 
the U.S. who hold a national pass-
port from a country participating in 
the Visa Waiver Program.  This pro-
gram has been in place since 1990 
and does away with the requirement 
to obtain a visa provided the traveler 
meets certain criteria.  Visa-free 
travelers, since January 12 this year 
are required to go through this extra 
step before traveling.  Prior to their 
visit to the U.S. they must apply 
online for travel authorization.  The 
idea is to ultimately phase out the 
paper version of the arrival/departure 
record, the little green form I-94W 
that used to be handed out on board 
the carrier when traveling to the U.S.  
So although ESTA may not be a 
requirement for you, your non-
American spouse, children, friends 
or other non-American travel com-
panions will need an ESTA when 
visiting the U.S. unless they already 
hold a visa.  See page two for more 
detailed information.

Celebrate New York’s 400th Birthday 

 
Four Hundred Years ago, in 1609, Henry Hudson sailed the Dutch ship Halve 
Maen (Half Moon) to the New World. 

It was the beginning of a long lasting contact between the Low Countries and what 
would eventually become the United States of America.  The Halve Maen arrived 
at the shores of what today is called New York ten years before the Pilgrim Fathers 
arrived at Plymouth Rock.  Soon after, even more Dutch sailing vessels arrived and 
settlements were founded along the river now bearing Hudson’s name.  This lasting 
bond between the cities of New York and Amsterdam is being celebrated as we 
remember our shared past and look forward to our common future.  Amsterdam 
and New York will boast a year long of events in both cities most notably in April 
in Amsterdam and in September in New York.  An  overview can be found by 
clicking on the NY400 logo below (PDF file 94 Kb.). 

On January 28, 2008 New York Mayor Bloomberg and Amsterdam Mayor Cohen 
conducted a press conference in New York, to officially launch the NY 400 year.  
The highlight of the event was the unveiling of a model of the of the NY400 Pavil-
ion and plein, a gift from The Netherlands to the City of New York and will be 
located at Battery Park. It is designed by the renowned Dutch architect Ben van 
Berkel from UNStudio and is the 
embodiment of the Dutch Design 
the Netherlands is famous for.

The 

director arranged for a special tour of 

the church highlighting the historic ties 

between the U.S. and The Netherlands 

that was attended by members of the 

American community and representa-

tives from the Consulate General and 

Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

On January 12, 2009 the U.S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS) issued a 

reminder to travelers from all Visa Waiver Program (VWP) countries that they are 

now required to obtain approval through the Electronic System for Travel Authori-

zation (ESTA) prior to traveling to the United States. ESTA applies to all eligible 

citizens or nationals traveling under the VWP, this does not apply to U.S. citizens or 

legal residents.  American Citizens must travel to the U.S. using their U.S. Passport. 

 

ESTA is a web-based system, initially launched in August 2008, that determines the 

preliminary eligibility of visitors to travel under the VWP prior to boarding a carrier 

to the United States. During the initial trial period of August through December, 

376,759 persons traveled using ESTA.  In January 2009, a total of 483, 282 persons 

traveled after registering with ESTA.  According to DHS, the denial rate is less than 

0.01 % which is about one in one thousand applicants and the average approval time 

is five minutes.  The longest approval time is 72 hours.  It is recommended that 

VWP travelers fill out the ESTA form on-line at least 72 hours in advance of travel. 

 

Visitors may apply for travel authorization via the ESTA Web site at https://

esta.cbp.dhs.gov  or by simply using the link on the main page of the U.S. Consulate 

General’s website:  http://amsterdam.usconsulate.gov. 

 

The citizens or nationals of the following countries are currently eligible to travel to 

the United States under the VWP: Andorra, Australia, Austria, Belgium, Brunei, the 

Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Hungary, Iceland, 

Ireland, Italy, Japan, the Republic of Korea, Latvia, Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Lux-

embourg, Malta, Monaco, the Netherlands, New Zealand, Norway, Portugal, San 

Marino, Singapore, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, and the United 

Kingdom. Eight of these countries joined the VWP in 2008, and their citizens and 

nationals have been required to comply with an ESTA since their designation as 

VWP participants: the Czech Republic, Estonia, Hungary, the Republic of Korea, 

Latvia, Lithuania, Slovakia and Malta.
